Lyons Dissolution Meeting

June 29th, 2013

Executive Session called to order at 6:30 – 7:00pm 

Dissolution Meeting called to order at 7:00pm

Sergei read one comment that was received via the Lyons Dissolution website from Andy DeWolf.  Thanks was given to the committee and also asked as to why the committee was unable to meet the deadline?  Sergei commented that the committee is doing the best job possible and are taking all the decisions seriously. 

On July 11th, Mr. Hattery from MRB will meet with the committee to discuss options in case the Village does not dissolve.

Hoping by August 1st, the committee will have their recommendations to the Village.  That will be a month late but the best they can do.

Brian Manktelow spoke as to how hard it is for the committee to come up with the decisions they are having to make.  He asked that everybody to be patient with the committee and offered an apology to Jeff Rios and Dan DeWolf.  

Dissolution Date from Jan 1st 2015 be rescinded and will now be December 31st, 2015 – Voted, all in favor, passed   

Fire Dept:  Brian Manktelow met with Bob Darcangelis today and discussed overtime, etc.  The full time fire drivers are a salary position.  They work 48 hrs for one week and 56 hrs for the next week.  They each work about 2,756 hours per year, which equates to approximately $17.96 per hour.  There have been times when the fire drivers have helped the Village DPW/Water/Confined Space.   There is typically no overtime for the fire drivers.  The recommendation that was presented 2 weeks ago at this meeting will be the recommendation that the sub committee would like to have voted upon tonight.  This consists of 2 full time employees with part time drivers to fill in any gaps. Brian will work with the County to have them contribute to the Village of Lyons for fire protection.   Voted, all in favor, passed.

Police Dept:  

Sergei received a letter from Helen Weimer.

“I am responding in regards to Thursday nights meeting in regards to the Police Dept clerks hours.  I have watched all the meetings to find that I am the only clerk that has not been approached by the public safety sub committee to inquire what my job duties consist of.  The village and also the town clerical have met with the sub committees who have made their recommendations to the committee.  Now it is the police dept at the table and the sub committee recommends a 20hr work week for police clerk??  I have worked in this position for 25+ years and state that there is no way that this position could be done in 20 hr work week especially if/when the police dept becomes town wide.  This workload will definitely be increased.  The police clerks needs to be looked at just as the other clerical positions before any recommendations can be made to the Village Board.  Thanks you Helen Weimer”

The committee will model the Macedon Police Dept.  They have 6 full time officers that including the Chief.  60 hours per week of part time employees.  Keep same number of police vehicles and 1 full time 35hr/week clerk.

Richard Bogan stated that 2 services that the Village of Lyons offers that Macedon doesn’t is crossing guard and parking enforcement.

Corrine to speak with the Chamber of Commerce to get their opinion on no parking enforcement officer.

The police dept currently has a contract with the Village.  

The committee feels that the Wayne County Sheriffs will need to step up their presence within the Village of Lyons.  

The recommendation presented will cut the budget by $300,000.  The current budget is $960,000 and looking at $360,000 with what the committee will recommend.

Voted - 6 Ayes, John Cinelli opposed, Richard Bogan abstained- passed

MRB Group should now have enough information to move forward with their portion of the dissolution.
